
	1. What are the costs for a Claimant and Defendant when sums are related to a tariff or are open to be freely agreed?
	Costs for both parties likely to be in the range of €100,000 - €1.5 million depending upon the value of the claim and the strength of the Defence raised.

	2. If a case would normally be resolved not by normal court process but by a different procedure (small claim, no fault compensation scheme, ombudsman, special court or tribunal, business scheme) please state or estimate the amount that such alternative procedure would cost.
	Mediation or other forms of Alternative Dispute Resolution unlikely to be used in such a case.

	3. Please give some alternatives if ‘normal’ and success/contingency fees might apply.
	As above – Success/contingency fees in such cases are very rare.

	4. State the total sum paid by claimant and defendant if the claimant wins.
	Claimant- €100,000 - €1.5 million – 70-80% recoverable from Defendant.
Defendant - €100,000 - €1.5 million.

	5. State the total sum paid by claimant and defendant if the Defendant wins.
	Claimant- €100,000 - €1.5 million 

Defendant - €100,000 - €1.5 million – 70-80% recoverable from Claimant.

	6. Give a range of costs where the case is straightforward.
	€100,000-€200,000.

	7. Give a range of costs where the case turns out to be more complex.
	€500,000-€1.5 million.

	8. Please give a summary (not exhaustive if the detail would be complex) that shows the calculations and assumptions.
	Calculation depends on the complexity, novelty, value, importance and time spent in preparation of this case for trial.
